Of these I mention the American law dictionaries of Black, An-
derson, Abbot, Bouvier and Burril and the English law dictionaries of Whar-
ton, Sweet, Brown, Mosley, Stroud and Earl Jowitt, as well as several other
general dictionaries such as Webster’s and Oxford.

For the benefit of the law student, ample space has been given to titles
of old English law and words used in old European and feudal law and to
principal terminology of Roman Law.

Apart from explaining the legal word or term and supplying its equivalent
in Arabic, a reasonable number of synonyms and definitions therefore have been
succinctly added, where needed, pursuant to the most authoritative legal sources.

Where English phrases have corresponding terms in the Islamic Doctrine
or codes of Arab states, these terms have been used.

I should also note here that a number of legal terms of Islamic Jurispru-
dence such as: hak (haq), wstimrar, kadi (gadi), talag, shoof’a and others have
been presented in their original Arabic form in several famous English law dic-
tionaries under the assumption that no precisely corresponding terms exist in the
English legal tongue. In respect of the majority of these terms, the assumption
is erroneous, considering that the terms mentioned, and many others, have iden-
tical equivalents in the English language such as: right, perpetuity, judge, di-
vorce and pre-emption respectively.

On the other hand, many terms of the Islamic Doctrine which have no
equivalent in English, have been omitted.
