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-Victims- means persons who, individually or collectively, have
suffered harm, including physical or mental injury, emotional suffering,
economic loss or substantial impairment of their fundamental rights,
through acts or omissionsthat are in violation of criminal laws, includ-
ing those proscribing criminal abuse of power. A person may be consid-
ered a victim, under this Declaration, regardless of whether the perpe-
trator isidentified, apprehended, prosecuted or convicted and regardless
of the familial relationship between the perpetrator and the victim. The
term -victim- also includes, where appropriate, the immediate family or
dependents of the direct victim and persons who have suffered harmin
intervening to assist victims in distress or to prevent victimization.
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The term -Crime Victim- has been used to include a person, groups
or people, or entities who have suffered injury or lossdueto illegal ac-
tivity. The harm can be physical, psychological, or economical. By defi-

nition, this includes victims of fraud or financial schemes, businesses,

or even the government.

For the purposes of crime victims- rights and services, the legal
definition of -victim- typically includes the following:-

3- A person who has suffered direct, or threatened, physical, emotional
or pecuniary harm as aresult of the commission of acrime, includ-
ing:

A-Inthe case of avictimwho isunder 18 years of age, incompetent,
incapacitated, or deceased, one of thefollowing (in order of prefer-
ence): a spouse; a legal guardian; a parent; a child; a sibling; an-
other family member; or another person designated by the court;
and

B-Inthe case of avictim that is an institutional entity, an authorized
representative of the entity.®
