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THE MUSTANSIRIYAH COLLEGE
BAGHDAD

The historians and geographers of Arabic literature all bear withness to
the number and magnificence of the buildings erected in Baghdad during the
time of the 'Abbasid Caliphate. The names of mosques, hospitals, schools,
baths bazaars and mausoleums are mentioned by the hundred, and the terms
of their description testify to the excellence of their architecture and to the
care and ingenuity exercised in their decoration or equipment. But time and
the heedless hand of man have shown little respect for the buildings
themselves, and in Baghdad today traces of the domes and mina rets or
vaulted halls in which the Caliphs delighted are pathetically few. Those
which remain standing can almost be counted on the fingers of one hand.
The building known as the 'Abbasid Palace in the Citadel, the tomb of
Ma'ruf al Karkhi, the shrine of Sheikh 'Omar al Sahrawardi, the city gate
known as Bad al Wastani and the minaret in the Suq al Ghazl are all perhaps
less famous than the great college building called Al Mustansiriyah, which
is the subject of this study.

THE NAME AND THE FOUNDER.

The building took its name from its founder, the thirty-seventh 'Abbasid
Caliph, Al Mustansir Billah Abu Ja'afar al Mansur, who reigned from
623-640 A H. (1226-1242 A.D)D.

Al Mustansir 1i Din Illah, was born in 588 A.H. (1192 A.D.) and
received the oath of allegiance on the day of his father's death on the
thirteenth day of Rajab in the year 623 A.H. (1226 A.D.). In the course of

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his just administration of the State he gathered about him the learned and
religious men of the land; while the mosques, schools and hospitals which he
built and endowed have preserved his name for posterity as a public
benefactor. Many of them have now perished, leaving no trace, but amongst
those building which have survived, in addition to the great Mustansiriyah
college, there is the «Harba Bridge» which spans the almost dry bed of the
old Dujaila Canal and may be seen beside the motor road about 90
kilometres out -of Baghdad on the road to Samarra. Inscriptions on the two
faces of this bridge show that it was built by Al Mustansir in the year 629
A.H. (1231 A.D.). There is also the Kharnini Khan ruins which lie on the
left bank of the Tigris south of Tekrit.

Al Mustansir ruled as Caliph for nearly seventeen years and when he
died in 640 A.H (1242 A.D.) was succeded by his son Al Musta'sim Billah,
the last of the Abbasids to rule in Baghdad. Much of the story of his life is
well-known and need not be recapitulated here™.

THE SITE AND CHARACTER OF THE BUILDING

The Mustansiriyah occupies 105 metres of river frontage on the east
bank of the Tigris south of the new steel bridge known as Jisr al Ma'mun
(Plate 1.). The whole of the west facade is visible except for a section at the
north end where it is concealed by a modern coffe-shop building. The east
and north fagade are entirely concealed by structures in the modern bazaar,
and later structures equally obscure the southern end.

According to Ibn Fuati®® the foundations of the College were laid in
625 A.H. (1227 A.D.) in accordance with the caliph's instructions, which
also appointed Wazir Mu'ayyad al-Din Abu Talib Muhammad bin al 'Aqami
as Ustadh al Dar. or Rector of the College. Little else is known of the story
of its construction until the year 631 A.H. (1234 A.D.) when it was finally
completed. The area covered by the building is 4836 squares metres and the
whole site, including the wharf on the river side, covers 6083 squares
metres. Like almost all public buildings of the period it is grouped around a
vast central courtyard measuring in this area 63. 40.x27.40. metres. It is
built in two stories with the iwans and principle halls running up to the full
height of both (see plates 1,2 and 3). In addition the normal classrooms,
assembly rooms and lodgings for students and masters, it included a library,
medical dispensary, kitchen and baths.

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THE OPENING CEREMONY

On Monday the fifteenth of Jamad al Akhira, 1233 A.D., the Deputy
Wazir, Nasir al Din ibn al Naqid, mounted his horse and went to the Palace.
Then, crossing the river by boat from the Bab al Bushra to the «New House»
he came to the Mustansiriyah. He first kissed the threshold, then entered,
and after making a tour of inspection said a prayer for its founder. He was
accompanied by the Rector of the College and before returning to his house
he presented a robe of honour to him and his brother, Abu Ja'afar, his
chamberlain, 'Abdullah ibn Jamhur, and to the masons, attendants and
foremen. After this the cases containing the Quran were handed over to the
College, together with a collection of valuable books, which required a
hundred and sixty porters to carry them. He gave orders for Shaikh 'Abdul
'Aziz, Controller of the Household. (Shaikh Ribat al- Harim) to attend to the
registration of the library, assisted by his son, the Caliph's own librarian.
This they did, listing the books for convenience according to their subjects.

A few days later the Caliph himself paid a visit to the College and
received the Shaikh, who recited some appropriate passages from the Quran.
But this was only a preliminary to the official inauguration of the building,
which is described by Ibn Fuati as follows:

«On Thursday, the fifth of Rajab, 631 (1223 A.D.) the Deputy Wazir
with all the governers, chamberlains, gadis, teachers, religious notables,
controllers of the household, sufis, preachers, Quran readers, poets, and a
great gathering of foreign merchants, came to the College. Each of the four
orthodox schools then chose sixty-two representatives; Muhii al Din Abu
'Abdullah Muhammad bin Yahya bin Fadhlan for the Shafii and Rashid al
Din Abu Hafs, 'Umar bin Muhammad al Faraghani for the Hanafi were
chosen as masters and two assistant masters were also chosen. Each of them
was presented with a black gown and a blue mantle and a riding mule with
complete equipment. The names of the two assistant masters were Jamal al
Din al Faraj 'Abdul Rahman bin Yusuf bin al Jowzi for the Hanbali,
representing his father, who was away on official buisness of the diwan, and
Abul Hasan 'Ali al Maghribi for the Maliki. Each off these was presented
with a heavy tunic and a red turban. Presents were also given to four Quran
reciters from each of the four schools, and to the foremen, labourers,
courtiers and library assistants. Then a banquet was prepared in the
courtyard of the College, and the tables loaded with all kinds of food and
drink. After the company had feasted further presents were distributed
among the teachers, controllers of the household, Quran readers, poets and
foreign merchants, and poems were recited in honour of the occasion.

«Next accommodation in the building was alloted to the four schools;
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the quarter to the right of the gibla to the Shafii, the quarter to the left gibla
to the Hanafi, the quarter to the right as one enters the College to the Hanbali,
and that on the left to the Maliki’V. The chambers and other lodging
appartments were also allotted to their occupants and sufficient allowance for
their upkeep made in accordance with the provisions of the founder.

«Finally, Nasir al Din, the State officials and the rest of the company,
rose and departed, the Caliph watching the procession through a window in
the centre of the iwan»®,

THE EQUIPMENT OF THE COLLEGE

The magnificent central courtyard of the building has for many years
been entirely obscured. To adapt it for use as a warehouse the Customs
Department roofed it in with corrugated iron on wooden supports and
divided it into a number of separate compartments. (See Plate Ib). In its
original state it was paved with brick, and had an ornamental pool in the
centre, But it would at present be impossible to gain any impression of its
appearance at that time or of the true proportion of the building surrounding
it, on account of the accumulation of debris which has raised the pavement
level several feet. In this connection Ibn Fuati mentions'® that the pavement
was renewed in the year 668 A.H. (1269 A.D.) and one may assume that by
then the level had already begun to rise. The same writer also records a
curious episode in the year 681 A.H. (1282 A.D.) when a fakir, of religious
sage, fell into the court from an upper floor and was killed.

The building had four principle iwans dedicated to the use of the four
orthodox schools. Their vaults were finely decorated with a geometrical
arabesque of carved brickwork similar to that in the surviving iwan of the
Abbasid Palace™. A glance at the only example which has escaped being
obscured with plaster (plates 3b and 4b) wil give some impression of the
admirable workmanship®. All the iwans run up to the full height of the
building. Their span is 6 metres and their original height must have been
approximately nine metres. That facing the courtyard at the south end is at

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present masked by a later construction, but the carved ornament is not
irremediably defaced. That at the north end has been seriously damaged by
cracks in the structure, but again much of the ornament seems to be intact
behind the plaster with which it was covered at some comparatively recent
date. The high vault in the centre of the east wall (Plate 3c) has received the
same treatment, but this cannot truly be considered an iwan, since it
constitutes the main entrance to the building; neither can that in the west
wall since it is at present filled by a two-storey vaulted structure. The best
preserved iwan of all, already mentioned above, occurs in the north end of
the building, but faces outwards and may more strictly be said to belong to
the «neighbouring house» which will be referred to presently. Ironically
enough, this chamber, which contains some of the finest extant ornament of
the Abbasid period, had untill 1934 been rented by a baker, the smoke from
the whose oven had blackened and defaced the entire vault. After lengthy
negotiations the baker was in that year ejected in favour of the present
tenant who is a shoemaker.

Ibn Batuta’’’ makes an interseting referance to the iwan in the
Mustansiriyah. He says: «The four schools are represented in it (the
college). Each school has an iwan in which there is space for lecturing,
having a small wooden dome beneath which the teacher sits upon a bench
covered with carpets, a sober figure in his black clothes and turban. On his
right and left sit two reciters who repeat all that he says. This is the
arrangment in each of the four assemlies». This gives us some impression of
the College in the fourteenth century A.D.®.

Ibn Fuati's referance to the Caliph watching the inaugural procession
«from a window in the centre of the iwan» is interesting. Other passages
from the same witer suggest that the seat of honour was in the iwan itself.
For instance in the year 633 A.H. (1235 A.D.) a reception was given in the
College to the Amir Ismail bin Bard al Din Lulu of Mosul, during which he
is described as «seated in its iwan». In the same year Nasr al Din, King of
Damascus received an invitation to visit the building, whither he came and-
«sat on the side of its northern iwan, while his suite and servants sat in the
Maliki and Hanafi quarters». Finally in the years 643 A.H. (1236 A.D.) a
similar invitation was made to Nur al Din Arslan Shah bin 'Imad al Din
Zengi of Sharayur, who- «came and sat on the side of its small iwan».

OTHER HALLS AND CHAMBERS.

The function of the majority of other rooms and appartments in the

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Mustansiriyah are clearly very much what one would expect in a college
building. There are twelve vaulted halls of considerable size running up to
the full height of the building, while each of the two stories has thirty-nine
smaller rooms of the type which would have provided lodging for pupils and
terachers. Added to these there are rooms of medium size whose function, in
their present ruinous conditions, is not so clear. Altogether they must
number something over one hundred chambers.

Ibn al Fuati remarks that one feature of the building which was shown
to the Moslawi Amir was the colonnade. This colonnade consists of a sort of
ambulatory around the building at first-floor level, and must have had the
character of a cloister overlooking the courtyard. Ibn Fuati also records that
the colonnade was damaged by a thunderbolt in the year 635 A.H. (1237
A.D.). This story may be related to the fact that the whole length of the
courtyard fagade north of the main entrance has now completely disappeard,
and the appartments in that wing have been partially rebuilt to the alignment
of the inner wall of the colonnade.

OTHER FEATURES OF THE BUILDING

there is no doubt that a musannat or embankment must have been
constructed alongside the building on the river side to protect it from flood.
This must at present be concealed by the paved wharf, which is a
compartively modern construction. At the same time the college must have
required a considerable supply of water, and it is not surprising to find that
Ibn Fuati mentions a muzammala or water container. He says that in the year
668 A.H. (1269 A.D.) the master of the Diwan, ‘Ala al Din, ordered the
construction of a wheel under the musannat in the Mustansiriyah College, to
draw water from the Tigris and deliver it into the muzammala. From there it
was passed to a second muzammala built opposite the «iwan of the clocks»
outside the College. The channel of this muzammala was renewed and its
walls strengthened. A salaried attendant who supervised the working of this
device is referred to in «Ibn al Hashash»".

One purpose for which water was required was for the bath which is
known to have been included in the appointments of the college. The
location of this bath (which is mentioned both favourably and unfavourably
in classical poems) at present remains uncertain, though Gertude Bell
thought she could identify it®.

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Another interesting feature of the Mustansiriyah was its bimarastan or
hospital‘D.

There was in fact a clause in the «provisions» for the equipment of the
College for the appoitment of an efficient doctor and ten assistants to look
after the health of the staff and students. Ibn al 'Ibri (Bar Herbraeus) says,
«The doctor comes every morning to treat the patients int he
Mustansiriyah». The names are known of many persons who occupied this
post, and amongst them one who had reached a hundred years of age with his
sight and hearing unimpaired®.

Creswell® maintains that the college and hospital mentioned by the
Portugese travellers, Pedro Tauxeira, can be identified as the Mustansiriyah.

Annexed to the hospital were a dispensary, where according to the
«provisions», liquids and medicines should be distributed to the members of
the college when they were sick and a store which is mentioned by Ibn Fuati
in his account of the events of the year 644 A.H. (1246 A.D.). He says, «The
door of the store of the Mustansiriyah College, opposite the gate of the Suq
al Madrasa (college market) was opened and about 400 ralr of candles, 300
ralt of sugar together with the sum of 300 Dinars and thirty Tabari shirts
were stolen. It is said that the Rawaidi gang are the culprits». One may
imagine that in addition to the varieties of goods mentioned the store
contained many other necessities of college life.

THE DAR AL MUJAWIRAH («<NEIGHBOURING HOUSE.») DAR AL
HADITH («<HOUSE OF THE HADITH») DAR AL QURAN («<HOUSE
OF THE QURAN»).

The only clue to the whereabouts of the building called the «Neighbouring
House' is a reference by Ibn al Saii who describes it as being «Near the
College in the upper precinct»; He adds, «Nobody has ever seen such a
house and there is no means of identifying it». The phrase «upper precinct»
suggests that it was north of the Mustansiriyah building, in which case it
must have been demolished to make way for the more modern mosque
building. It is, however, possible to suppose that the northward facing iwan
at that end of the building was in some way connected with it. (See Plate 3).

The «House of the Hadith» on the other hand, seems actually to have
been a part of the building. In the college «provisions» there is a paragraph
which reads, «In the House of the Hadith there shall be a learnéd man with

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two reciters occupied with the Hadith of the Prophet. Every Saturday and
Thursday they shall lecture and be paid. There is also a «provision» for the
«House of the Quran». It says, «The House of the Holy Quran shall be
provided with a learnéd man, thirty orphan boys and a reciter. Their reward
shall be seven ralts of bread with two dishes of rice a day and three Dinars a
month. The reciter shall receive four ralts of bread with one dish of rice and
one Dinar twenty Kirats a month. Each one of the pupils shall receive three
ralts of bread with one dish of rice, a day and thirteen Qirats a month».

'Abd al Rahman al Irbilly” says explicity, «Beside the College there
was a house especially for studying the Quran». So this also could have been
outside the main building, perhaps in the «Neighhbouring House», in which
case it occupied the site of the modern mosque'.

THE KITCHEN AND BUSTAN (GARDEN).

The famous travellers Garsten Neibuhr, who visited Baghdad in 1750
.D., mentions® the kitchen of the Mustansiriyah, which by that time was
leased separately as an excise office. Its position in the building has not
yet been reliably identified, although a chamber in the north-east corner
gives the impression of having been used for some purpose of this sort.

Ibn a Ibri® relates that the Caliph Mustansir became so attached to
his college that he layed out for himself nearby a private garden. He says,
«He crosses to it in a boat called a Sayyarah'®. There is a window in the
iwan of the college overlooking the garden where, from behind a screen he
can observe the teachers and students..»

THE LIBRARY

Historians are agreed that much of the Mustansir's time was occupied with
science and literature, particularly in copying and translating existing works.
He made himself responsible for the establishment of the college library and
amassed a vast collection of books on all subjects. We have already mentioned
the procession of 160 porters who brought the initial collection of volumes to
the Mustansiriyah and the Caliph's appointment of his own librarian to the task
of registering them. According\ to Ibn Kathir® many of the books were

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extremely rare and came as a generous gift from the Caliph's own library.
Ibn 'Anbase” asserts that they numbered eighty-thousand volumes, and

adds: «And behold, now none remain, for God alone is eternal". Ibn
'Anbase(? died in 828 A.H. (1424 A.D.).

An interesting incident is recorded in connection with the library in
645 A.H. (1247 A.D.) when a rechecking of the contents had to be made
after a report*of theft. Both books and money were found to be missing,
which suggest that volumes were loaned against security payments.

Disaster must have overtaken Mustansir's fine collection of books at
the time of the Mongol invasion of Iraq in 626 A.H. (1258 A.D.) for Ibn
Sakhir® relates in his biography of Nasir al Din al Tusi that a great part
of the library was removed from Baghdad to Maragha. He says that Nasir
al Din, who was greatly respected by Hulagu, built himself a house in
Maragha with an observatory and a library, which he filled with books
looted from Baghdad, Damascus and al Jazirah, four hundred thousand
volumes in all.

We have already quoted the evidence of Ibn “Abasa which shows that
by the fifteenth century nothing was left of the library, and presumably the
process of dispersal had begun in about the middle of the ninth centur.
Nothing is known of any volumes which managed to escape looting and fire
except for one copy of the works fo Zamakhshari, which is now in Paris.

THE MUSTANSIRIYAH CLOCK

More than one historian and poet describes the ingenious water-clock,
said to have been invented by the «ancients» which stood in the College.
In his account of the events of the year 633 A.H. (1235 A.D.), Ibn Fuati
makes the following reference.

«In this year the iwan opposite the Mustansiriyah College was
completed. Beneath the iwan a bench was constructed which served both
as a seat for the doctor and his pupils and as a table on which patients were
treated. On the wall of the bench a circle was drawn in which the whole
universe was dipicted, and let into the side of the bench were two arches
which spanned two beautiful doors. Standing in the circle were two gold
falcons in two bowls of gold, and behind each of them a metal ball, which

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was concealed from the eye of the beholder. Every hour the mouths of the
falcons open and drop the balls into the dishes, whereupon the doors in the
arches open and the balls return to their original position. The heavens of
this universe are the colour of lapis-lazuli, and golden suns rise in them
with the rising of the real sun, following its course until they disappear
with it at sunset. At night time moons appear, behind which a light glows,
and at every hour it becomes more intense in one of the moons, and so
goes from one to the other until sunrise. By this means the correct time for
prayers is known. There have been many reference to this clock in
poetry»". Ibn Fuati goes on to quote two extracts, one in poetry and one
in prose, which refer to the clock.

The biographer of Ahmad bin 'Ali bin Taghlib bin Ali al Dhia', known
as Ibn al Sa'ati (The Watchmaker), states that his father, who was well
versed in astronomy, astrology and watchmaking, was the maker of the
famous clock in the Mustansiriyah College. From Ibn Fuati we learn that
he was born in 60I A. H. (1204 A. D.) and died in 683 A. H. (1284 A. D.).

Unfortunately no trace now remains of this clock, but a MS. of the
«Treatise on Automata», by Al Jazari now preseved in the Arts Museum at
Boston® includes an illustration of a similar clock from the same period,
which we reproduce here (Plate 5a).

THE ENDOWMENTS (Awkaf) OF THE COLLEGE

In his anxiety to provide for the future of the college and for the
welfare of those connected with it, Mustansir attached to it a great deal of
property as perpetual endowment. His bequest included houses, khans,
villages, and land, to a total value estimated by Al Dhahabi at one million
Dinars, bringing in an income of more than seventy thousand gold mithgal.
Al Dhahabi gives a list of these properties in his history, and Ibn Kathir
adds the comment that the value of the straw alone which was derived
from the lands was sufficient to finance the College and its occupants.

INSCRIPTIONS

Among the ornamentation of the college buildings is a set of
inscriptions designed by Mustansir as a memorial of this achievement.
These are still to be seen, in various stages of preservation, in the
following sites; on the original gate, on the north, west and east sides of

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the college, and over the main entrance. It is quite possible that there were
additional inscriptions elsewhere in the college which have not survived.
The remaining texts read as follows:

First Inscription. this was originally on the gate of the college
overlooking the modern Suq al Haraj. In 1936 it was taken by the
Directorate-General of Antiquities to the Khan Marjan, and removed from
there in 1942 to its present position in the Arab Museum at the 'Abbasid
Palace. The text reads (Massignon. Mission en Mesopotamie 1907-1908.
Cairo, 1912. Vol. 11, p.44).

«This building was erected, in the desire that God shall not fail to
reward those who do good, and in the desire to gain the gardens of
Paradise provided by God as a place of sojourn for those who believed and
accomplished pious deeds;

«And destined for use as a school for faqihs (students of divine law)
of the four schools (of divine law);

«By our Master and Sovereign, Imam of the Moslems and Caliph of
the Master of the Universe, Abu Ja'afar al Mansur Al Mustansir Billah
(Seeker of help from God), Commander of the Faithful, whom may God
consolidate the «marks of religion» (places where religious rites and
ceremonies are performed and thus serve as marks of religion) by
perpetuating his reign, and revive the hearts of the men of learning by
multiplying his bounties and his favours.

«And that in the year thirty and six hundred.

«May God bless our Lord Muhammad the Prophet and his.

«The year 630».

Second Inscription. No trace of this inscription remains today, but it
was copied by Al 'Alusi and others. There is evidence to show that it used
to be in the position on the wall of the Customs Wharf now occupied by
the modern inscriptiion put up by Sultan 'Abd al 'Aziz (seventh
inscripion). The text reads, (Massignon Vol. II, p. 45).

In the name of God the Merciful, the Compassionate.

«May ye form into a nation advocating pious action, enjoining
righteousness and forbidding the abominable, for those (who so do) are
destined to succeed (Quran, III, 100).

«This was made by order of the Commander of the Faithful, Caliph of
the Lord of the Universe, whose bounty and justice have overcast (as does
a cloud) the realm and whose kindness and superior munificence have
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overwhelmed the worshippers (of God), Abu Ja'afar al Mansur, Al
Mustansir Billah (Seeker of help from God), who may God, the Almighty,
cause his noble orders to be attended by success and ready execution, his
troops by support and victory, his immortal days by unbroken good luck("
and his eminent counsels by unchequered success®® (maintaining him) in a
power before which dangers shall lay prostrate, the more obstinate of
which submissively yield to him and in a regal station commanding the
humble submission of kings, he lording it over the greatest of them;

«And that in the year thirty an six hundred

«And may God bless our Lord Muhammad, and his, the good an pure,
and his kinsmen».

Third Inscription. This is on the wall of the upper story of the College
building. The text reads (Sarre & Herzfeld. Archaeologische Reise im
Euphrat und Tigris Gebiet. Berlin (1920 Vol. II, p. 163). Quran XXXV.
25. «He has made shift to begin this craving to reach that after which
strivers strive and desiring the grace of his Lord, the lofty... our master
and Lord, the Imam of the Muslims and Lord of the World, Abu Ja'afar al
Mansur al Mustansir Billah, the Commander of the Faithful, may God
prolong the defance of Islam through His mighty power".

Fourth Inscription. This can now be seen inside the Mumayiz coffe-
shop near the Ma'mun bridge. The text (Massignon. Vol. II, p. 46) is very
damaged, but shows that it was erected in the year 630 A .H.

Fifth Inscription. This used to occupy a position inside the building,
but is no longer in existence. It was copied and translated by Niebuhr, in
1750, during his visit to Baghdad, at which time the room in which it
stood was being used as an excise office . The text reads (Neibuhr, Voyage
en Arabie, Vol. 11, p. 241), «This noble College for those who seek after
knowledge, which is called the Great College, was ordered to be built by
him who strengthened the glory of the State, made happy those who visited
the place of pilgrimage for the white pilgrims, the favoured of God and
His succesor on His earth, the Caliph Abu Ja'afar al Mansur al Mustansir
Billah, Commander of the Faithful, who made the Muslims enjoy the glory
of his rule and granted to his state a long life. This was in the year 630».

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Sixth Inscription. This apparently stood on the southern wall of the
College, facing the modern colonnade. None of the Arab writers mention
the text of this inscription.

Seventh Inscription. There is a modern inscription on the wall of the
Customs Wharf, by the river bank. It was erected in days of Sultan Abd al
'Aziz (1861-1876). The text reads (Herzfeld. Vol. II, p. 162), «This
building was begun in the days of the Caliphate of the servant of Allah
Abu Ja'afar al Mansur al Mustansir Billah, the 'Abbasid, in the year 630.
His building was restored in the time of the Caliphate of the very lofty
shadow of Allah - long may it endure... and of the Nations, who is
renewing the laws of the lofty ancestors of the Sultan of the House of
Othman, of the Sultan's son, of his Majesty Sultan 'Abd al 'Aziz Khan, son
of the Sultan Mahmud Khan the fighter for the Faith, may the lands
forever bloom through his uprightness and the subjects perpetually through
the overflowing of his good works».

DECORATIVE WORK

In the upper storey of the Mustansiriyah can be seen examples of the type
of decorative work commonly known as Hasiri. The most beautiful specimens
are those ornamenting the inside of the iwans and parts of the walls of the
building. Unfortunately much of this decoration is now badly weathered.

The characteristic of Hasiri decoration is that it is carved in brick, an
extremely difficult process beyond the capacity of almost all modern
masons. Other examples of this work are to be found in the 'Abbasid
Palace, and both here and in the Mustansiriyah Arabic decoration reaches
a height rarely found in other Islamic buildings in Iraq. The decorations at
Mu'tasim's capital of Samarra, which date from 833-842 A.D. consist of
reliefs in gypsum showing designs of fruit, flowers and geometrical
patterns, whereas the Mustansiriyah decorations consist of pieces of bricks
of various sizes in which the ornamentation has been carved in relief. Each
piece of brick was originally cut separately, after which they were secured
to their correct place on the wall by mortar. This latter manner of
decoration results in what is probably a more satisfying aesthetic effect
than the earlier Samarra process.

THE TEACHERS OF THE COLLEGE
During the long period when the Mustansiriyah College flourished, 1t
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attracted many of the greatest professors of every branch of knowledge,
whose names are mentioned in contempory chronicles. From the time when
the college was built until the fifteenth century we know of the names of
120 of these professors, and the evidence seems to show that they were
selected on the double grounds of learning and moral probity.

Each of the four main orthodox schools were represented among the
professors, who had under them reciters, tellers of the Hadith (traditions)
and the expouders of the Quran, who have already been mentioned.

PROVISIONS OF THE COLLEGE

The well-known historian Ibn al Saii wrote a book on the provisions
of the college, which unfortunately is among those which have been lost to
us. Apparenty it gave a detailed list of the food rabons due to eacl of the
officials, as well as the salaries which they were paid.

THE CURRICULUM OF THE COLLEGE

Mention has already been made of some of the subjects which were
taught in the school such as the Quran, the Hadith (traditions), and
medicine. Other subjects referred to by histoians include the study of al
Faridh (science of the law of inheritance), for the teaching of which special
provision had been made by Mustansir himself, arithmetic, surveying, and
the principles of hygiene. There can be no doubt that grammar, philology,
rhetoric and jurisprudence were also among the subjects for instruction.

THE FUTURE OF THE MUSTANSIRIYAH BUILDING

Today, at least, a détermined effort is being made to prevent any further
deterioration in the State of the Mustansiriyah, and to restore it to something
of its former magnificance. Much work requires to be done; courts and
rooms must be cleared of the accumulated rubbish of ages, the modern walls
and roofs must be pulled down and, where possible, the original vaulting and
decoration restored. Some of the inscriptions are still covered with plaster,
which should be removed, and if possible the original gate of the college,
which is now blocked by the shops of the Haraj market, should be opened
up. This work of restoration will naturally cost time and money. but the
result would fully repay any expenditure that is made of either.

The follwing article is the fourth series of «Bibliography of
Excavations in Irag», since the beginning of the second world war. The
first three were published consecutively in SUMER. The first one‘"
included materials and sources on excavations that had been published
between the years 1939-1946. The second® covered sources which
appeared between 1947-1951. The third® one, included materials and
items printed during the years 1952-1954.

The present bibliography includes materials appeared during the last
five years, namely, 1955-1959.-

The materials quoted below, are not only sources dealing with
excavations conducted in the ancient sites in Iraq, but also include items
touching upon the descriptions of Antiquities, or those constituting and
expressing certain historial studies.

The materials listed below, are arranged according to alphabetical
order of the names of ancient sites. Titles which can not be attributed to a
certain site, are gathered at the end of the bibliography under the heading
«Miscellanea» and arranged according to the alphabetical order of names
of authors.

Despite all the efforts which were made to trace the different books,
pamphlets and periodicals, obviously some sources must have been,
undoubtedly, escaped my attention, as could readily be seen at a glance in
any bibliography or list of works consulted annexed to any scholorly
monograph or article.

But what I haved gathered hereunder is a fairly good collection to be
drawn upon by anyone interested in the activities of archaeological
excavations in Iraq during the prescribed period.

Most of the items of this bibliography are availiable in the Iraq
Museum Library.

As the course of the Tigris has changed (of. DIDJLA), 'Alth is today on
the western bank, on al-Shutayta. The extensive ruins of the town are
known as "Alth up to the present day; they lie about 4 1—2 m. N.W. of the
modern town of Balad. The town is already mentioned by Ptolemy (V. 20)
under the name of Altha. According to the medieval geographers the
northern limit of the Sawad of al-'Irak was formed by 'Alth on the eastern,
Habra on the western side of the Tigris. The town was a walf for the benefit
of the descendants of 'Ali b. Abi Talib (Yakut) and some distinguished
traditionists of the 6th and 7th centuries A.H. came from it. A stone dam
was built over the Tigris near 'Alth, but no trace of it remains. Near 'Alth
lay the convent called Dayr al 'Alth of Dayr al-Adhara, described, among
others, by the poet Djahdha al-Barmaki.

BABIL. Ancient Arab writers used to give the name «Babil» to the
city of Babylon as well as to the country of Babylonia. The city's ruins lie
some 54 miles due south of Baghdad on the Baghdad- Hilla road. Those
writers differed, however, in determining the Boundaries of the country.
Some of them extended its limits over a vast area, whereas others
restricted it to a lesser area. According to Muslim historians and
geographers, the original city of Babil had been devastated long before the
Islamic conquest, and there was then in its place a small village which had
the name of Babil. This village is reported to have existed down to the
‘Abbasid epoch in the 4th/10th century. For instance, Ibn Hawkal mentions
that, in his time, Babil was a small village. He also remarks that «Its
buildings are considered the most ancient ones in 'Irak and the city itself
was founded by the Canaanite kings who adopted it as their state seat, and
it was settled by their successors as well. The remains of its imposing
buildings speak of its past grandeur».

Abu 'I-Fida' who cites the above-mentioned account to Babil by Ibn
Hawkal, adds: «It was in it that Ibrahim was thrown into the fire. And in
these days it is no more than desolate ruins on which stands a small
village».

In the 7th/13th century, Al-Kazwini described the ruins of Babil and
mentioned the quarrying of its bricks by people for building their houses -
a practice which has continued until recent years -. In this connexion, he
states: «Babil: the name of a village which formerly stood on one of the
branches of the Euphrates in 'Irak. Currently, people carry off the bricks of
its ruins, and there exists a well known as 'the Dungeon of Danyal, which
is visited by Jews and Christians on certain yearly occasions and on
holidays. Most of the population hold the opinion that this dungeon was
the well of Harut and Marut».

Al-Bakri refers to the Tower of Babil, which he designates as
Al-Madjal. He says, following earlier writers, that this tower (identified by
modern archaeologists as a ziggurat) was built by Namrud in Babil and
that it rose some 5000 cubits aloft in the sky, and that this building is the
authentic tower referred to in the Kur'an, xvi, 26, the relevant text of
which appears hereunder:

«Those before them did indeed devise plans, but Allah demolished
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their building from the foundations, so the roof fell down on them from
above them, and the chastisement came to them fromm whence they did
not perceive».

There has been much controversy among Muslim writers about the
history and authenticity of Babylon. Yakut al-Hamawi, however,
summarises the various notions and legends prevailing among them on this
city. For instance, it is said that Noah was the first to build and settle in
this city after the Deluge. The Persians say, as related by Yazdidjird b.
Mihmanddar, that it was the king al-Dahhak who has built this city. Ibn
al-Kalbi says that the city's area was 12 X 12 jarsakhs, that the Euphrates
flowed beneath its walls until Bakhtanassar (Nebuchadnessar) diverted its
waters to their present course, as a precaution against the possible collapse
of the city walls, and that Babil continued to prosper until it was destroyed
by Alexander the Great.

The information previously possessed on Babylon history and culture,
following its downfall, was in a state of confusion and contrasts, as set
forth above Actually, they had on other established reference on this
subject but the relevant accounts mentioned in the OIld Testament,
statements related by some or the ancient Greek historians of the classical
period and sagas transmitted by uninformed people.

The real facts about this city were not discovered until the arrival of
archaeologists at its ruins early in the 19th century A.D.; they brought to
light innumerable relies and artifacts, among which were tablets with
cuneiform inscriptions. Upon deciphering these writings, practically all of
the facts about this city were set in the right order, thus putting an end to
the numerous previous legendary and unfounded accounts; these are now
replaced by established facts, which are found in the many works on this
city in various European languages.

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BAJISRA

This was a small town in Irak. Situed some to Farsakhs To the north-
east of Baghdad and ashort distance due south of Bakuba on the left bank
of the Nahrawan river which attained the name of Tamarra on its arrival at
Badjira. The Townis described by the Arab geographers as being a
prosperous and a considraple Population but it was laid waste in the time of
Ibn Abd al-Hakkm, Autour of marsid, who died in 739/1338, means «house
of bridge» i.e. the location of the bridge. the modern village named «Abu
Djisra» however, is not the same town, apparenty, the name of this village
is inferred from the ancient nomenclature of BadJisra, modern Abu Djisra,
is one of the larger villages, in the Mikdadiyya (Shahrabab) Kada in the
Diyala liwa of Irak. According to the 1947 census, its inhabitants totalled
768 in number.

There are various references to Badjisra in the histories- it is
mentioned by Iby al-Athir, in the annals of the years 68/688, 334/945-6,
439/1047, 488/1095 and 496/1102-3. During the last three of these, the
town was subjected to plundering. In the annals of the year 597/1201, Ibn
al-Sa'i mentioins the death of Mithka, an attendant of the daughter of the
'Abbasid  caliph. Al-Mustamdjid, al-Firuzadjiyya, who was the
administrator of the prefecture of Badjisra. Badjisra is the birth place of
number of poets and men of letters, adn some of them are mentioned by
Y akut.

BALAWAT

This is a small village lying some 16 miles south - east of Mawsil on
the Dayr Mar Bihnam Karakosh road it is mentioned by Yakut under
'Balabadhs which he describes as Follows «it is a village situated east of
Mawsil in the province of Nineveh and can be reached by a short Journey
from Mawsil. It is frequented by caravans and there exist in it a Khan for
travellers. It lies between Tigris and the Zab rivers». Balawat is one of the
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villages in the Hamdaniyya nahiya in the Mawsil Liwa' of 'Irak. The
majority of its inhabitants are of the shabak faith (of. Ahmad Hamid
al-Sarraf, al-Shabak, 10). Balawat's only claim to fame is the existence of
a historical mound some few steps from it. This mound is known as «Tell
Balawat», and is one of the Assyrian historical sites excavated in the 19th
century; Hormuzd Rassam, of Mawsil, discovered there in 1878 the bronze
gates of the palace of the Assyrian king Shalmanessar III (859-824 B.C.).
These gates were taken to the British Museum, London. The inscriptions
and scenery contained Thereon illustrate the first third of the reign of this
king, and also clarify some of the conditions prevailing in the 9th century
B.C. From some of the Assyrian texts, it appears that the amcient name of
Tell Balawat was Imgur-Enlil.

BARATHA

BARATHA, the name of a residential quarter on the western side of
ancient Baghdad to the south of the quarter of Bab Muhawwal, Originally
some 3 kms. from ancient Baghdad. There used to be in Barratha a
mosque, designed for the prayer of the Shi'i sect, which Yakut (d.
626/1228) mentions as being totally demolished. He also remarks that the
quarter itself was destroyed without trace. This mosque was built in
329/941; later on it was pulled down by the 'Abbasid Caliph Al-Radj
Billah; later still, it was reconstruced and maintained its normal function
until after 450/1058, when it was finally abandoned.

Prior to the building of Baghdad, Baratha was a village where, as the
Shi'is claim, Ali b. Abi Talib passed by and performed prayers on the site
of the mosque. the name Baratha, derived from the Syriac word Baraytha,
has the meaning of «outer».

Sayed Al-Khaqani had to refer to a very big number of books and
manuscripts which are deposited in different public and private librairies
in Iraq, and in some near- Eastern Countries viz. Iran and Lebanon.

No less than two thousand poets who lived in Baghdad during the
period mentioned above are covered by this work under alphabetical
arrangement among whom there are jurisprudents. Physicians,
Philosophers, Commentators, men of letters, etc. In this work there 1s also
useful reference to some of the traditions and the most important events
especially those lost in the dark ages of the past centuries. He has quoted
some poetical selections by poets for whom there is no poetical
compilation (printed or in mss. which he gathered from here and there. As
for other poets who already have poetical compilation, the author has
managed to quote in this work specimens of Verses not appearing in the
poets compilations.
