As we were inspired by the work inherited from our predecessors we undertook
our lexicographical mission including a whole set of dictionaries. We followed the
steps drawn by our precursors and applied their method. We searched for the new
meaning of the word that is indispensable to the consultants of the dictionaries. Thus
our task became extremely delicate taking into consideration the enormous progress
of the applied and theoretical sciences. Then we tried to put in this dictionary the
biggest number of indispensable terms used in our daily life, and placed at your
disposal a glossary that includes the terminology of the literary language of every
day as well as that of the specialized languages .

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British and American spelling of -ise and -ize -

In British usage verbs and their associated forms ending in "-ise" can also be
spelt "-ize". Some people opt for one form and some for the other.

Americans always use "-ize", except in a few cases which are listed below. If
you prefer "-ize", follow the American spellings of these words. Where a word is
given ending in "-ise" and no American spelling is given, be careful: the Americans
~ spell these words with "-ise" too, e.g.:

advertise advise afranchise
apprise arise braise
chastise circumcise comprise
compromise concise demise
despise devise disfranchise
disguise emprise enfranchise
enterprise excise exercise
expertise franchise guise
improvise incise merchandise
misadvise misprise mortise
precise premise prise
reprise revise supervise
surmise surprise televise

COMMON SPELLING RULES (AND EXCEPTIONS)

English spelling is notoriously inconsistent. Here are some rules of thumb
with examples- and exceptions.

1. "i before e, except after ¢." This rule works well in most cases-"believe", "chief",
"diesel", "friend", "receive",- but watch out for exceptions such as

"counterfeit", "either", "neither", "weird", "sleight" and proper names such as
"Keith" and "Sheila".

2. In compound words such as "almighty", "fulfil", "until", "welfare", the double
"1 of "all", "full" and "fill", "till" and "well" becomes a single "1". Exceptions
include "farewell", "fullness", "illness" and "wellbeing".

3. Verbs whose roots end in a vowel + single consonant + "e", e.g. "bake",
"chase", drop the "e" when "ed", "ing" or "er" is added: "baker", "chasing". As
always, there are exceptions, such as "ageing".

4. The silent "e" is also dropped before a vowel in compound words but retained
before a consonant, for example:

valueless valuable
pursue pursuing

Some exceptions are "argument", "awful", "duly", "truly" and "wholly".

5. Nouns ending in "y" form their plurals by substituting "ies" for "y", except
where "y" is preceded by a vowel, for example:

ambiguity ambiguities

category categories

penny pennies
BUT

array arrays

key keys

chimney chimneys

6. Many words have alternative spellings, either of which is correct. The
important thing is to be consistent in your use of a particular spelling.

Examples are:

abridgment abridgement
disk disc

despatch dispatch

hullo hallo (or hello)
inquire enquire

loth loath
mediaeval medieval
ratable rateable

spelt spelled

welsh rabbit welsh rarebit
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How to use the apostrophe

Possessives
The apostrophe is used mainly to indicate possession or relationship as, for
example, in:
The child’s mother (the mother of the child)
The boys’ school (the school of the boys)
Most people hesitate for a moment when forming the possessive of names

ending in "s". The usual practlce with short names is to add another "s" as well as
the apostrophe - "St James’s Street".

But with longer names the final "s" is often omitted; "Mr Jenkins’ office" is
perfectly acceptable.

Whether an apostrophe is needed in phrases such as "a week’s holiday" or

"six weeks’ work" is really a matter of style. Grammarians would say that it

depends on whether "six weeks" is regarded as a descriptive genitive or an
adjectival phrase, for example: "three minutes’ rest’ or "the three - minute rule".

Possessive pronouns
Possessive pronouns do not have an apostrophe:
mine, his, hers, its, ours, yours, theirs, whose
The exception is "one’s".

Be careful of "it’s" which has the same form as the corresponding possessive
adjective. It never has an apostrophe.

("It’s" is short for "it is" and should be used only in sentences such as "It’s
raining today.")
The apostrophe to show omission

The "It’s raining" example shows this use of the apostrophe. It is used to
show that something has been left out of a word. An extreme example is
"fo"c"s"le" which is a shortening of "forecastle". You will also find the apostrophe
used in this way in verse where the poet uses it to shorten words to fit the metre.

Plurals
The apostrophe is also used occasionally to indicate the plural of a word or
symbol that does not ordinarily have a plural, for example:
There are two m’s and two t’s in committee.

If the meaning is clear without the apostrophe, then you can leave it out: "1830s"
rather than "1830’s", "MPs" rather than "MP’s" which could be taken as a possessive.

To lay or lie
lay (laid, lying)- to place, set or arrange something (this verb always has an object)

I laid the table before I left home.
They were still laying the carpet at four o’clock.
He had laid the matter before the committee.

lie (lay, lying, lain)- to be in a horizontal position (as in bed) or to take that
posttion

I lie down on my bed every afternoon.

The book was lying on the table.

The dog had lain in the same position all day.

The apples lay in the long grass.

lie (lied, lying)- to tell untruths
Do not lie to me.

I lied to you about the money.
The accused is lying about his actions.

To raise or rise
Similar confusion affects the meaning of these two words, although luckily
their actual forms do not lead to confusion.
Like "lay", "raise" always has an object.
raise - to lift
I raise my hand in a salute.
The customs officer opened the suitcase by raising the lid.

She raised herself in bed.
rise - to get up, get higher
In May the sun rises at four o"clock.
Get up, the sun has risen.
The water in the river is rising.
The star slowly rose above the horizon

Who or Whom
The rule is that "who" is the subject and "whom" the object:
The man who came to dinner is my cousin
The man whom I invited to dinner was late.
However, "whom" is rarely used in spoken English. We say: "who did you
meet there? and "who did you hear that from?" "the person it belongs to" sounds
more natural than "the person to whom it belongs". In general, "whom" is rarely

used without a preceding preposition, as in "to whom", "from whom", "by

whom", "with whom", "of whom":

The author of whom I had heard a great deal was at the dinner.

Note that "whose" is sometimes used instead of "of whom":
Whose is this coat?
